Main research themes and their characteristics

Circulation and design

Large social systems and issues involving many people, such as resource recycling and waste problems, seem difficult
and it is difficult to realise the contribution of individuals. In my research on ‘circulation and design’, | believe that design is
a gateway to look at issues close at hand and gain insights and hints to see them as my own business.

Currently, while working on branding, design proposals and implementation of an experience-based accommodation
facility located in Osaki Town, Kagoshima Prefecture, which has one of the highest recycling rates in Japan, we are
looking at local resources, which are essential for recycling-oriented initiatives, and conducting surveys and research to
foster residents’ civic pride and motivation towards sustainable development.

Outside of Japan, the project is involved in a joint Thai-Japanese educational programme to establish the identity
of craftspeople in the northern region of Thailand and create values for the next generation, and provides guidance to
craftspeople and young designers in Thailand and Japan.

Through research on designs rooted in daily life and culture, and design research on products and initiatives of
companies and organisations, we also organise and provide information on the elements that will lead to the attitudes and
proposals required by society in the future. The summarised content is sometimes presented as an exhibition.
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Future prospects

There are many fine traditional crafts and industries in Fukui Prefecture, which have taken root in local resources and fostered a culture. On the other hand, there are various complex issues involved in the
transmission and sustainable development of culture. We will continue our research and active presentation in order to unravel the indigenous culture one by one and find exciting attractions and values.
