Main research themes and their characteristics

Chronical Changes in High School Education

In 2002, | transferred from a prefectural high school to the Fukui Prefectural Board of Education. The school district system in Fukui prefecture was abolished
since 2004. Since then each school need to create unique characteristics. The “integrated learning time” and the “Super Science High School (SSH),” were also
implemented around this time. As a result, education scene in Fukui changed drastically. The focus shifted from teaching subjects to how to live using the skills
acquired in those subjects.

Besides those system changes, the expectation from students, their parents, and neighbors to schools are also changed. The career guidance and student
guidance has been carried out to pursuit outcomes, but they expect to respect the students’ feelings, think together, and adopt an attitude that supports them in
leading fuffilling lives.

Having spent about half of my teaching career in administration and management, | have had many opportunities to speak with everyone outside the school.
Their skills, qualifications and experience profoundly affect a great deal of interest in students. It has now become an indispensable part in school education.

To organize educational activities in the school, we feel it is crucial to maintain close communication among the teaching staff. In the time of significant changes
in the educational environment, teachers are under great stress. The faculty and staff believe it is very important for each other to think about mental health.

Future prospects

At our university, there are 30 to 40 students in the teacher training course in the senior year, but very few students take the recruitment exams. In the near future, however, as parents and community residents, or
as part of corporate social responsibility, there is a significant possibility of them being involved in school education. In such a context, it is important to maintain interest in education, including becoming a teacher.
